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10 Key Concepts:

1. Quantum science suggests the existence of many possible futures for each moment of our lives.  Each future lies in a state of rest until it is awakened by choices made in the present.

2. Isaiah Scroll – Dead Sea Scrolls in 1946 – only manuscript discovered intact among them written 5 hundred years before the time of Christ.

3. Possibilities of our future are actually determined by collective choices in the present.
4. Our individual choices merge into our collective response to the present, with implications that range from a matter of days to many generations into the future.
5. For the Essenes of Qumran, the word angel described the elements of our world that today we see as electrical and magnetic forces.
6. Forces of emotion and consciousness were also referred to as angels, such as the angels of joy, work, and love.
7. Essenes refer to people as the union of Mother earth and father in heaven
8. Edgar Cayce prophesizes:
a. There will be a breaking up of the landmass of the western portion of America

b. The larger part of Japan will go into the sea
c. There will be certain changes to the northern parts of Europe that will happen so quickly that I might be called “in the twinkling of an eye.”
d. Lands will rise up out of the Atlantic Ocean of the coast of America

e. Major upheavals will hit the Arctic and Antarctica

f. Volcanoes will erupt, especially in the tropics

g. A shifting of the poles will alter climatic conditions.  For example, certain frigid and semitropical areas will become tropical

9. Quantum Mechanics – A choice point occurs when conditions appear that create a path between the present course of events and a new course leading to new outcomes.

10. The tools that make such a jump possible are found in their beliefs: the thoughts, feelings, and emotions that the new reality was in place.

11. The space in between – in the moment betwixt the breathing in and the breathing out is hidden all the mysteries – the space is where the miracles occur.

12. The Isaiah effect is the expression of an ancient science stating that we may change the outcome of our future through the choices that we make in each moment of the present.

13. Feeling is actually the focus of each prayer

14. Each time we pray we must feel our prayer.  When we pray, we feel on behalf of all beings, everywhere.  We are all connected.  We are all expressions of one life.  No matter where we are, our prayers are heard by all.  We are all the same one. Peace is of the greatest importance in our world today.  In the absence of peace, we lose what we have gained.  In the presence of peace, all things are possible:  love compassion and forgiveness.

15. What we experience on the outside by addressing what we have become on the inside.

16. To change the conditions of our outer world, we are invited to actually become the conditions of our desire from within.

17. To bring peace to those whom we love in this world, we must first become that very peace.

18. Thought and emotion must first be considered independently, then merged into a union of feeling that becomes the silent language of creation.

19. Emotion is the source of power.

20. Rather than focusing our attention of what we do not want, a higher choice is found in identifying that which we choose to bring into our lives, and living from that perspective. Affirmations provide a beautiful example of precisely this principle.

21. The potential of thought in the absence of the energy to fuel our thought, we know as a wish.  For our thought to become empowered, we must give it energy.  It is our gift of emotion that empowers the possibility of our wish.

22. Prayer for money, better jobs, health, relationships – thought, feeling, emotions

23. When we create feelings about the thins that we choose to experience in our world, our feelings are a catalyst – we place a feeling picture just enough energy to allow for a new possibility.  The key to this system, however, is that creation fives back precisely what our picture shows.

24. The emotion that we attach to our picture attract the picture’s possibility.

25. The secret of our lost mode of prayer is to shift our perspective of life by feeling that the “miracle” has already happened and our prayers have been answered.
26. The fifth mode of prayer

a) We witness all events, those that we see in the absence f peace, without judgment of good, bad, right, or wrong.

b) Through our technology of thought, feeling, and emotion, we create the conditions from within that we choose to witness in our outer world.  For example, “Graceful change on earth, healing to all life, and peace in all worlds.”  Our feeling that is already so empowers our prayer and brings its outcome to focus. In doing so, we have created a renewed memory of a greater possibility.

c) We acknowledge the power of our “inner technology” and assume that our prayer has come to pass; peace and graceful earth changes are already here.

d) We acknowledge the power of our “inner technology” and assume that our prayer has come to pass; peace and graceful earth changes are already here.

e) Our prayer now consists of acknowledging what we have chosen, feeling that is is already accomplished, giving thanks for our opportunity to choose, and in doing so, breathing life into our choice.

27. Rather than forcing solutions upon the events of our lives, we are invited to choose which possibility we identify with and live as if it has already occurred.
28. From the Essene perspective, as we sense, perceive, and express ourselves throughout our day, we are in constant prayer.

29.  The Essene master invited us to focus the power of payer’s individual elements – thought, feeling, and emotion, experienced as our heart, mind, and body – into a single focused outcome.  The key to such mastery is echoed in a single passage:  The paths are seven through the Infinite Garden, and each must be traversed by the body, heart and mind as one…It is this unified force of heaven’s language, spoken through our bodies, that imbues life into our prayers and assures us that “whosoever shall say unto this mountain moved, and be thou cast into the sea…that thou things which he saith shall come to pass.
30.  Our prayers come to life as we focus upon the feeling of our heart’s desire, rather than the thought of our knowing world.
31. First we are shown the significance of peace throughout all creation.  Second, we are shown how applying peace to our inner world creates change in our outer world.
32. In a field of unified consciousness, each choice that we make and every act we perform in each moment of each day must affect every other person in this world.  

33. Each time we love another, we have just loved ourselves.  Each time we create time for another, strive to understand another, make ourselves available for another, we have just done each of these things for ourselves.

34. The key to our oneness is the leverage to transform our world.

35. DNA is light.

36. It is within our body-temple that the forces of the cosmos unite as an expression of time, space, spirit, and matter.  More precisely, it is within the experience of time and space that spirit works through matter to find the fullest expressions honoring life.

7. Wisdom is how we live our knowledge.

8. Thou shalt love thy God with all thy heart, with all thy soul, with all thy mind, with all thy strength.

9. The heavenly father and I are one.  Because we are one with our Father in heaven, in doing so, we have just loved ourselves.
